Spiritual Communion is an opportunity to still be able to unite ourselves to 
the Sacrament. The basic elements of an Act of Spiritual Communion are an Act of Faith; an Act of Love; a desire to receive 
Christ; and an invitation to Him to come into your heart. Families or individuals can be encouraged to receive Spiritual Com-

munion in the following manner.
